LOCATION OF TORRE PACHECO MUNICIPALITY
The town of Torre Pacheco is located in the south-east of Spain, in the region of Murcia and 10 km far from the beautiful beaches of the Minor Sea.
It is bounded by Murcia City to the north, by FuenteÁlamo to the west, Cartagena to the south and Los Alcázares to the east.
Being Torre Pacheco three metres above sea level, there is a view of the hill “Cabezo Gordo” to the north.
Themunicipalityisintegratedby eleven districts: Roldán, Balsicas, Dolores, San Cayetano, El Jimenado, Santa Rosalía, Meroños, Hortichuela, Hoyamorena, El Albardinal y Camachos.
The population rises up to 34.300 inhabitants dispersed overan area of 189,4 square km, being 17.800 within the municipal center of torre Pacheco, where the Town Hall is.
Due to its geographical setting, the climate is Mediterranean, with semiarid features and occasional precipitations. Summers are dry and hot.
The economy of Torre Pacheco depends firstly on intensive farming, producing a large variety and amount of vegetables, mainly intended for exportation to European countries like France, Belgium, The Neatherlands, Germany and the United Kingdom. The lands in Torre Pacheco are specialized in melon, pepper, lettuce, broad bean, almond, artichoke, celery, etc.
On the second place, cattle raising and industry are exploited for foodstuff, focusing their activities on meat and dairy industries such as charcuterie, packing and some patisseries. There are poultry, pork and bovine farms as well as small sheep and goat cattle.
Our business activity yields important profits. Moreover, there is an Exhibition Site which contributes to the business development of the municipality with other national and international companies.
PROJECT DESCRIPTION
The municipality of Torre Pacheco has an outstanding archaeological site in the DovesSima, in the Cabezo Gordo Hill. Its scientific excavation has highlighted important discoveries about the Neanderthal Man. In the evolutionary scale, this is the last link known before Homo Sapiens appeared four hundred thousand years ago.
Nowadays, the Doves Sima is no doubt the most important site of the Neanderthal in the Spanish Mediterranean arch and the second one about the Fossil Man in the Iberian Peninsula.
Several years of paleontogical excavations have revealed the existence of at least eight individuals of Neanderthal, as one hundred teeth and bones show after a speleologist found the first human fossil in 1991. The scientific paleontological excavation and the investigation of theQaternary is being run by professor Doctor Michael Walker and his scientific collaborators from Spain and abroad.
